Constitution

Article 1.  Name:

The name of this organization is the Oregon Trail; Subchapter V of the Oregon Chapter of the International Association of Workforce Professionals (I.A.W.P.).,

Article II. Objective:

The objectives of the Oregon Trail subchapter are:

To enhance the individual competence, knowledge and professionalism of members engaged in all occupations in the field of workforce development and related programs.

To support administrators in carrying out programs and to assist in the continued improvement of the administration of programs and services provided by workforce development and related systems.

To promote public and legislative awareness of the professional services provided by the personnel of workforce development and related systems.

To provide information to members of proposed legislation and policy matters affecting workforce development and related programs.

To foster a working relationship with organizations who have common concerns regarding the improvement of workforce development and related programs.

To contribute toward the advancement of peace, goodwill, and international under standing through world fellowship among persons engaged in occupations in workforce development and related fields.

Article III. Membership:

Membership in this Subchapter is automatically extended to those individuals who are members in good standing, of the International Association and the Oregon Subchapter and whose official work station is in one of the following: Bend, Redmond, Baker City, Hermiston, La Grande, Ontario, Pendleton, The Dalles and any of their satellite offices, including one-stop and affiliated sites in the area.

Article IV.: Administrative Structure:


Section 1. Subchapter Officers:

The officers of this Subchapter consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Subchapter Representative.

Section 2. Executive Committee:
The executive committee consists of the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Subchapter Representative.

Article V. Quorum:

The members present at any Subchapter general membership meeting shall constitute a quorum for that meeting. An Executive Committee quorum will require at least 1/3 of the members to be present. All other Committee quorums will be at least 50 percent of the members of the Committee.
Article VI. Amendments:

All proposed amendments of this Constitution , all proposed amendments to the Bylaws and all proposed new Bylaws of this Subchapter will be distributed electronically by e-mail to all Subchapter members in good standing, not less than one week prior to the meeting at which such proposals, will be voted upon.  Adoption of any proposed amendment of any proposed new bylaw will require a two-thirds majority of the votes received by the subchapter executive board thereon at such meeting.  Votes must be received by the secretary prior to the time of the meeting in order to be counted.

BYLAWS

Article I1. Membership:

Membership requirements of this Subchapter will be the same as provided for in the Constitution and Bylaws of the Oregon Chapter of I.A.W.P. A member in good standing is one who has fulfilled the obligations imposed by the Oregon Chapter, International and Subchapter and those dues for the calendar year are paid on or before March 10 of that year, or paid by deduction.

Article II.:  Dues:

The dues of members of this Subchapter will be part of the membership dues assessed for membership in the International Association, which includes membership dues for the International Association, the Oregon Chapter, and the Oregon Trail Subchapter (Subchapter IV). The total amount of dues for the following calendar year is set by action of the State Executive committee at its fall meeting each year.  Dues are payable through payroll deduction, department payment, or in cash on or before March 10th of each year.

Article III.:  Duties of Officers:

Section 1.1.  President:

The President will prescide at all meetings of the general membership, conduct the business of the Subchapter in accordance with the policies established by the Executive Committee and the general membership and will serve as Chairperson of the Executive Committee. She/he will be an ex-officio member of every committee and will appoint committee chairpersons. The Subchapter President is a member of the State Chapter Executive Committee and will attend the meetings thereof.

The President may be reimbursed for expenses incurred, after presentation of receipts for travel and necessary lodging in direct connection with each of the Oregon Chapter Executive Committee meetings held during the Subchapter President’s term. The maximum amounts allowable will be determined in advance by the Subchapter Executive Committee immediately following the annual Educational Institute.
Section 2. Vice President:

The Vice President will assist the President as required, and will also serve as membership Chairperson. She/he will keep the rolls of membership and furnish each Unit Representative and Committee Chairperson, as required, a copy of the membership roll. The Vice President will be the designated alternate if the President or Subchapter Representative is unable to attend the State Chapter Executive Board meetings and will be reimbursed accordingly.

Section 3. Secretary:

As Secretary, sShe/he will record the proceedings of the meetings of the Subchapter and of the Executive Committee in written official minutes, or email out notices to all subchapter members of the various meetings, carry on , under the supervision of the President, the correspondence of the Subchapter and maintain the necessary files, bring to every meeting a minutes book, a copy of the Constitution and Bylaws and other necessary papers,  and perform the duties of the office as may be required.

Section 4. Treasurer:

As Ttreasurer, she/he will have custody of all funds of the subchapter and keep a full and accurate account of all receipts and disbursements, maintaining a checking an saving accounts in the name of the Subchapter, disburse the funds of the Subchapter at the directions of the President, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee; and perform such other duties as the office may require.

Section 4. Subchapter Representative:

The representative will promote professional meetings in the subchapter as to aid in attaining the objectives of I.A.W.P., assist the state Legislative Committee. The Ssubchapter Representative is a member of the State Chapter Executive Committee and she/he (or the alternate) will attend the meetings thereof.

The Subchapter representative may be reimbursed for expenses incurred, after presentation of receipts, for travel and necessary lodging in direct connection with each Oregon Chapter Executive Committee meetings held during the Subchapter Representative’s term. The maximum amounts allowable will be determined in advance by the Subchapter Executive Committee meeting immediately following the annual State Convention.

Article V.: Terms of Officers:

Section 1.: Subchapter Officers: 

The term of office of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer will be one year. The Subchapter Representative will serve for a period of two years, being elected on odd-numbered years.  The administrative year runs from July 1 through June 30. All officers and representatives will assume duties on July 1st though the Oregon Chapter conducts an installation in either April or May at the annual membership meeting.

Section 2. Vacancy in Office:

Should the office of President become vacant, the Vice- President will serve as President until the next scheduled election. Should the office of the Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, or Subchapter Representative become vacant, the Executive Committee will appoint a successor from among the members of the Subchapter. Such appointee will serve in that capacity until the next scheduled election.

Should any Unit Representative position become vacant, the President will appoint a successor from among the members of the unit in which the vacancy exits.

Article VI. Parliamentary Procedures:
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws.
